Pastor’s Page

A Bible verse made the news when Jeff
Sessions quoted Romans 13:1 to support
his immigration orders: “Let everyone be
subject to the governing authorities, for
there is no authority except that which
God has established.”

Romans 13 has a long history of being
quoted to uphold governmental authority.
It's been used to support segregation,
slavery and Nazi Germany, so its misuse
must be noted. The problem is that most
quote the first part and ignore the rest of
the chapter.

In verses 8 & 10, Paul says that our goal
is the law of love. “Love does no harm to a
neighbor. Therefore love is the fulfillment
of the law.” Love is the one law that
Christians are obligated to keep. If it
comes down to keeping a bad law or
keeping God's higher law of love, then go
with God." If you believe that our current
policies violate the law of love, you're not
obliged to play along. You may have to
pay a price for that, but that’s ok.

No matter what we believe on
immigration, we have an obligation as
disciples to see it from the perspective of
faith. It's fine to debate immigration
policies. What we can't do is to drag
racism or bigotry into it. That's off-limits.

The first requirement here is to tell the
truth, and reject lies. Bigotry is often
rooted in falsehoods. For instance, some
claim that immigrants bring more crime.
But the statistics prove the opposite:
Neighborhoods with many immigrants
have lower crime rates.

The second requirement is that we must
see the image of God in our neighbor,
especially if that neighbor has a different
skin color or speaks a different language.
Genesis 1 declares that we are made in
the image of God. If you can look at
children and see an infestation instead of
seeing the image of God in their faces,
you'd better get your spiritual eyes
checked.

The third requirement is to model Christ.
In Matthew 25, Jesus warns, ‘Depart from
me, you who are cursed.... For | was
hungry and you gave me nothing to eat, |
was thirsty and you gave me nothing to
drink, | was a stranger and you did not
invite me in, | needed clothes and you did
not clothe me, | was sick and in prison
and you did not look after me.’
...Whatever you did not do for one of the
least of these, you did not do for me.™ No
exceptions there for our personal
prejudices.

Complicated issues demand complicated
solutions, and there's nothing easy about
immigration. But if we keep our basic
Christian principles in mind, we will find a
way to practice justice, mercy, and grace.
